Item 6 – To receive costing options for replacement piece of equipment for Broadlands Teenage Park, Broadlands.

The Clerk explained that an email had been sent to the Head of Bryntirion Comprehensive School to obtain feedback from the School Council on the preferred piece of equipment for Broadlands Teenage Park but no response had been received.  She continued to explain that a follow up email had been sent by Cllr JP Blundell, as one of the school governors to the assistant Head.  It was agreed that Cllr S Philpin would forward on the contact for the School Council to the Clerk. 
Item 8 - To discuss health and safety concerns regarding Broadlands Steps and vegetation overgrowth.
An update was provided to outline that the vegetation had been cleared and that a company had been approached to undertake the repairs to the steps, but as yet, no response had been received.

Item 9 To discuss tree cutting/hedge trimming to be carried out on cycle path near Heol Y Barrdd and Ffordd Candleston.
An update was provided to outline that the tree cutting/hedge trimming on the cycle path near Heol Y Bardd and Ffordd Candleston and the footpath leading from Heol Blandy to Gypsy Lane had been carried out and reclaiming a payment via the Agency Agreement was in motion.
